Do
not eyeball it, because if it
is slightly crooked, you'll
notice it--trust us.
If you have a smart phone,
it is easy to download an
app with a level in it. A
quick survey of the tools in
the garage will also turn up

levels in a lot of toolboxes.

atch the installa-
tion videos on the website.
They give you a lot of tips
and tricks for installing the
decals. Also be sure to read
the instructions before
tackling the job. It is easy
to do, but being armed
with information is always a

good bet.
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ake sure your sur-
face is ready for a decal. If
you have heavy texture,
glossy or new paint, Trad-
ing Phrases recommends
testing the surface with the
free practice piece before

attempting the main decal.

A little practice goes a long

way.

se the installation tool
that is included free in ev-
ery order and then hold on
to it for easier removal. The
tool will save a lot of time,
and a few fingernails when

you remove the decal.

For stubborn designs, a
little heat goes a long way.
Use a hair dryer to heat the
design and make the adhe-

sive a bit more pliable.
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
